IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that should the Operating
Agreement not be consummated by April 1, 2007 as contemplated in the attached Agreement of
Understanding, then the Agreement of Understanding will be null and void and have no effect
whatsoever. The provisions of the Agreement of Understanding shall be considered as
settlement negotiations and not admissible pursuant to Ohio Evidence Rule 408.
